
Remove vSAN Datastore Without vCenter

vSAN



1. Run the following command to list the vSAN datastore

2. Copy the Sub-Cluster UUID as shown below.
subclusteruuid.png

3. Run the following command and paste the Sub-Cluster UUID at the end, that you grabbed
from the previous step.

4. Verify you only see the disks that were a part of the vSAN using the following command.
diskgroupuuid.png

5. Copy the VSAN Disk Group UUID from one of the disks listed in the previous step, and run
the following command with that UUID appended to the end.

6. Ensure the list is clear by running the following command.
